Toolsand Materials Required 13. Remove the 5-wire connector from its 5-pin header.

- Phillips-head screwdriver - Notice the lock tabs. Use small eyeglasses screwdrivers or needles to pry
- Spyder-included hex key them back while gently prying the connector apart from its header.

- Hammer

- 3/32in Pin punch (highly recommended) or dull nail |

- Roll of duct/masking/packaging tape or two pieces of wood

- Epoxy (Loctite Stik'n Seal works well) Fromlefttoright >
- Small eyeglasses screwdriver set or safety pins/ needles Green, orange,

- X-Customs Hall FX Kit yellow, black,
Procedure brown.

1. Remove the trigger frame from the body using the hex key.

2. Remove the grip panels from the frame using the screwdriver.

3. Unclip the 9.6V battery and set aside. <<<  Very important!

4. Mark the spot on the trigger that pushes stock trigger switch button.
(athin strip of tape works well)

| 14. Remove the 2nd, 4th, and 5th wires from the connector.

(orange, black, and brown)
- Notice the lock tabs. Use a small eyeglasses screwdriver or
needle to pry them back while gently pulling on the wires.

Brown, black, yellow, orange, green. |

4. Locate the trigger pin and the two trigger switch pins.
5. Identify the smooth side and star side.

Star side Smooth side 15. Carefully slide the trigger switch and wires out through the
trigger area.
16. Slide the Hall FX sensor into the frame (make sure wires are
pointed downward) through the same path as the switch.
17. Align Hall FX sensor's holes with the trigger switch holes and
reinsert the trigger switch pins.
18. Insert the ESP board's orange wire (from 5-wire connector) into Hall FX 2-wire connector.
19. Insert Hall FX 2-wire connector into the Hall FX adapter (black and orange).

6. Support the frame on the tape roll or pieces of wood.

7. Use the pin punch and hammer to hammer out the trigger and switch pins from Orange
the SMOOTH side! and

8. The stock trigger and spring should slide out. Orange

20. Insert the orange wire from the Hall FX adapter (black and orange piece) into
the 2nd position of the 5-wire connector (where the old orange wire was).

21. Insert the purple wire from the Hall FX sensor into the 4th position of the
5-wire connector (where the old black wire was).

22. Insert the blue wire from the Hall FX sensor into the 5th position of the 5-wire
connector (where the old brown wire was).

9. Lightly epoxy the side of the included magnet marked with the "X".
10. Remove the trigger tape, clean its surface, and secure magnet into marked spot on trigger. |

11. Wait for epoxy to dry (times may vary depending on epoxy). From left to right:
12. Locate the 5-wire connector on the trigger board.

| Orange (Hall FX)
Yellow
Purple
Blue

23. Plug the 5-wire harness back in. Tuck the Hall FX wires away, slide the trigger in,
plug in the battery, and check to see if everything works.
24. If it works, hammer the pins back in place and enjoy!
