
Tools and Mater ials Required 12. Test the trigger pin's fitment with the trigger bearings.
- Phillips-head screwdriver - If it does not fit, spin the trigger pin through the sandpaper
- Spyder-included hex key to narrow the diameter of the pin.
- Hammer - Be careful not to sand away the starred end.
- Pin punch (highly recommended) or dull nail - Be careful to sand evenly across the length of the pin.
- Roll of duct/masking/packaging tape or two pieces of wood
- Epoxy (Loctite Stik'n Seal works well)
- 800-1000 grit sandpaper (in most cases this is not needed)
- X-Customs NV and included accessories
Procedure Sand diameter down until it slides through the bearings
1. Remove the trigger frame from the body using the hex key.
2. Remove the grip panels from the frame using the screwdriver.
3. Unclip the 9.6V battery and set aside.
4. Locate the pin about which the trigger pivots (trigger pin).
5. Identify the smooth side and star side.

Star side Smooth side 13. Slide new trigger into place and reinsert the pin (make sure
the orientation of the pin is correct).

6. Support the frame on the tape roll or pieces of wood.
7. Use the pin punch and hammer to hammer out the trigger pin

from the SMOOTH side!
8. Stock trigger and spring should slide out.

14. Adjust trigger set screws to preferred positions.

9. Lightly epoxy the side of the included magnet marked with the "X".
10. Press magnet squarely into the frame's spring pocket (where the

trigger spring came out). 15. Hammer pin securely back in place.
11. Wait for epoxy to dry (times may vary depending on epoxy). Enjoy!
